Hire of Gazebo Terms and Conditions
 April 2025 (V3)

These terms and conditions apply to all hire agreements for Gazebos and equipment that is the property of the Economic Development Service Area at Broxtowe Borough Council.

Definitions:
The “Hirer” is the person whose name & address appears in the hire agreement of which these terms and conditions form a part of. The Hirer accepts full legal liability for all the equipment listed on the hire agreement.
“Equipment” includes Gazebos & any other item(s) hired by the Hirer from Economic Development. 
The “hire period” is the date from which the equipment is collected/received by the Hirer, until the date that the Hirer is due to return the equipment. Both of these dates are stated on the hire agreement.
“Economic Development” is the Economic Development Service Area at Broxtowe Borough Council.


Conditions of Hire:
Hire Fee’s
· The Hirer shall pay the applicable hire fee and signed Gazebo Hire Agreement to Economic Development prior to collection.
· The Hirer is responsible for collecting and returning the gazebos at a prearranged time. Collection outside of normal office hours is at the discretion of the Markets Manger and will incur a call-out fee of £25.
· Existing Market Traders wanting to hire a gazebo/table will be charged an additional £10 on top of the stall cost. This will be paid before the market/event happens. 
· No charge will be made for hire of a single gazebo to local voluntary groups if they are operating non-commercially. 
· All other uses/users will be charged £20 for each gazebo hired. 
· No refunds will be issued.
· Economic Development reserves the right to refuse to hire the gazebos/tables to any potential user with whom it does not wish to enter into a contractual relationship. 
· Returning Equipment Late. If the equipment is returned after the agreed hire period, Economic Development reserves the right to charge the Hirer at a daily rate equal to the hire charge, for each day the equipment is late and up to the value of the replacement cost of the equipment.



Equipment Condition
· The gazebo’s will be collected from the council offices by the Hirer and returned in the same condition as when they were collected.
· The Hirer is obligated to report any damage or missing part of the gazebo on return of the equipment.
· The Hirer shall not remove any labels from and interfere with the equipment, their working mechanisms or any part of them and shall take reasonable care of the equipment whilst on hire.
· Economic Development reserves the right to charge the Hirer the full replacement cost of the gazebo if it becomes damaged, lost or stolen during the hire period, or until it has been returned to the Markets Manager/Economic Development Manager.
· In the first instance, if possible, we will only charge for the replacement parts and labour to repair the damage otherwise the replacement costs are £720
· Cleaning of the Gazebo: Whilst we accept it may not be possible to fully clean the gazebo before returning it because of the weather conditions. Economic Development reserves the right to charge a cleaning fee of £20 per gazebo if the equipment is returned in a dirty state and has to be fully cleaned.  

Risks and Insurance:
· The Hirer shall complete their own risk assessment in relation to the equipment usage
· The Hirer shall ensure that adequate policies of insurance are in place in respect of use of the Gazebo, including but not limited to Public Liability Insurance. 
· All Hirers are to hold their own public liability insurance to the value of £5 million. 
· If the gazebo hire is to support an event, the minimum public liability insurance for an event is £10 million. 
· By signing the Hire Agreement, the Hirer confirms that they have the required level of public liability insurance in place for the hire period.
· The Hirer shall be solely responsible for any damage caused as a result of its use of the gazebo/equipment and shall indemnify the council against all liabilities, costs, claims, expenses, damages and losses (including but not limited to any direct, indirect or consequential losses, loss of profit, loss of reputation and all interest, penalties and legal costs (calculated on a full indemnity basis) and all other professional costs and expenses) suffered or incurred by the Council or any third party in connection with the Hirer’s use of the gazebo/equipment. 
· The Hirer accepts full liability for the gazebo/table from the time they take receipt of it, until it is returned to the Markets Manager at the end of the hire period.
· The Hirer will take adequate and proper measurers to protect the equipment from theft, damage and or risks such as adverse weather.
· It is the responsibility of the Hirer to ensure:
· The site will be clear of people and animals during installation.
· No BBQ’s or gas patio heaters will be used inside the equipment
· There will be no build-up of rainwater or snow in the canopy of the roof.
· No smoking in/under the gazebos.
· All steps are taken to protect the gazebos.
· The site is clear of services to a depth of 1 Metre of Gas, Electricity, Water and drainage pipes any damage caused if present will be the responsibility of the Hirer
· All possible steps are taken to avoid injury or damage to the equipment including climbing or hanging from the framework of the gazebo.
· [bookmark: _Hlk196485055]To check that the equipment remains secure, especially in high winds over 25MPH and that all straps/guy ropes are checked on a regular basis.
· In extreme cases of severe wind/storms it might be necessary to lower the gazebo down by removing or lowering its legs.
· No refunds will be made for cancellations made within seven days from the commencement of the hire period.
· If extreme weather is forecast or experienced during the hire & set up period, we have the right to decline the erection and use of the structure. This is for the safety of all concerned. Hirers will be liable for the full hire fee in the event of late cancellation due to weather. As the Hirer you must be aware of this possibility especially during the winter months.
· It is possible that the equipment which you have pre-booked may have been lost or damaged by the previous Hirer.
· The Hirer will not remove any labels from or interfere with the equipment, there working mechanisms or any part of them and shall take reasonable care of the equipment whilst on hire. 
· Each gazebo is marked by a security marker with an individual number.
